Generator – Installation of 

- Two quotes were obtained.  Board felt that even though the amounts 

were under the amount that requires bidding, they would like to have 

specifications for installation written and put the work out to bid.

Resolution #15-2011 – Override 2% Tax Cap Law 
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The Town Board of the Town of Bethany met at a special board meeting at the 

Town Offices of the Town of Bethany located at 10510 Bethany Center Road, in the 

Town of Bethany, New York on the 18th day of October 2011 commencing at 7:00 p.m., 
at which time and place the following members were: 

 
WHEREAS, all Board Members, having due notice of said meeting, and that 

pursuant to Article 7, §104 of the Public Officers Law, said meeting was open to the 
general public and due and proper notice of the time and place whereof was given as 
required by law; and 

WHEREAS, Chapter 97 of the Laws of 2011 – “The Property Tax Cap” add a new 
section 3-c to the General Municipal Law that provides that the amount of real property 
taxes that may be levied by or on behalf of any local government shall not exceed two 
percent (2%); and  

 
WHEREAS, in order to adopt a budget that requires a tax levy that is greater than 

the tax levy limit for the coming fiscal year, only if the Town Board first enacts, by a vote 
of sixty percent (60%) of the total voting power, a local law to override such limit for such 
coming fiscal year only; and   

 
 WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Bethany finds it in the best interest 
of the Town to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of said local law.  
 

NOW ON MOTION OF Council Member Wenhold which has been duly seconded 
by council Member Gick, be it 

 
 RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Bethany will hold a public 
hearing on the proposed adoption of said local law on the 7th day of November 2011 at 
7:00 p.m., at which time all interested parties and citizens for or against the proposed 
law will be heard.
