Minutes:
Minutes from the regular Planning Board meeting of April, 2018 were submitted for review. Motion was made by To Foss to accept the Minutes as submitted and was seconded by Ray Cipriano the Motion carried with all in favor. 
Minutes from the regular Planning Board meeting of May, 2018 were submitted for review. Motion was made by Jackett to accept the Minutes as submitted and was seconded by Foss the motion carried with all in favor. 

New Business: SA18005 Gino & Lynn Maniace 10553 Bethany Center Rd. 
· Owners have requested a use variance to stable livestock on an R district portion of their property. 

· Property zoned as both R district and AR district.  R district is located at front of property and AR district located at rear of property. 

· Town zoning requires stabling of livestock at 500 feet from an R district. 

· Proximate neighbors have provided no feedback objecting to this use variance, documents show that several have signed on to support the use variance. 
· If stabling were to be located on the AR portion of the property, only an area variance would be needed.  Owners indicated that they would prefer to stable the animals nearer to the house for improved access to the animals (horses). 

· Documents indicate that horses have been registered as emotional support animal. Cipriano voiced concerns that denying the use variance may raise concerns. 

· Foss noted that granting this use variance may result in unintended consequence should similar be requested in an R district.  
· Motion made by Wells and seconded by Cipriano motion passed 4 yes/ 3 no vote.  Motion was to recommend approval of the use variance as this property is the last R district property in line to the south. In addition the property zoning is split between R and AR. 

· Letter recommending approval to be sent to the ZBA.

 SA18006 Gino & Lynn Maniace 10553 Bethany Center Rd. 

· Owners have requested an area variance to allow livestock to e stabled within less than 500 feet of an adjacent R district. 

· Owners indicated that manure will be transported off property with limited storage on site during inclement weather. 

· Motion made by Wells and seconded by Jackett motion passed 4 yes/ 3 no vote.  Motion was to recommend approval of the area variance as this property is the last R district property in line to the south. In addition the property zoning is split between R and AR. 

· Letter recommending approval to be sent to the ZBA.

SA18009 Baskin’s Farm- Susan Blackburn 9778 Creek Road Batavia, New York. 

· Owners have requested site plan review to erect a commodity shed, parts room extension and wash bay expansion. 
· Planning board briefly discussed nature of additions.  It was discussed the merits of holding a public hearing to get resident input to the growth on this site. 

· Motion was made by Cipriano and seconded by Foss, motion passed 6 yes/ 1 no vote. Motion was to hold a public hearing related to this site’s growth. 

SA18007- Molly Smith/ James Crandall 4497 Conway Road East Bethany, N.Y.

· Owner is requesting approval to dig pond 100 feet x 100 feet.  

· Letter from Army Corps of Engineers in packet was read and reviewed.  Corps has placed restriction on how the pond can be created due to wet lands.  Corps also placed restrictions how castings/ dug soil may be placed on the site. 

· It was not clear if the pond met the setback requirements of 100 feet from adjacent property line

· Motion was made by Leary and seconded by Cipriano, motion passed 6 yes/ 1 no vote. Motion was to approve the pond and location provided the pond was located within the 100 foot minimum set back requirement. 
Heywood Land Separation

· Land separation started in 2015 has returned for review and possible sign off. It was noted that 198.3 feet provided along one frontage leg of the separation is provided, requires 200 feet minimum. 

· Options were discussed from approving to sending back to beginning as drawings were provided after the 90 day maximum requirements. 

· Motion was made by Foss and seconded by Czworka, motion passed 6 yes/ 1 no vote. Motion was to allow/require owners to request an area variance.  

Other Business:

· Town board has asked that the Planning Board act on proposal to re-zone portions of Town with consideration of proposed water districts and the interest to encourage business development along the 63 corridor. 

· Town Supervisor defined possible borders of such a re-zoning.  Expressed that several businesses have expressed interest.  Dollar General and Home Town Energy. 

· John Campbell of Home Town Energy spoke of possible plans they would be interested in pursuing if re-zoning occurred. 

· Motion was made by Wells and seconded by Cipriano, motion passed 5 yes/ 1 no vote. Motion was to recommend further study and exploration by the Town Boards as to this re-zoning and others that may seem prudent with the addition of water to certain areas of the Town. 
Adjournment: 
Motion was made to adjourn the meeting at 9:37 PM by Jackett and seconded by Cipriano. The Motion carried with all in favor.
