RESOLUTION #7-2020 PROCUREMENT POLICY FOR THE TOWN OF BETHANY

WHEREAS, Section 104-b of the General Municipal Law (GML) requires every town to adopt internal policies and procedures governing all procurement of goods and services not subject to the bidding requirements of GML or any other law; and 

WHEREAS, comments have been solicited from those town officials involved with procurement; NOW THEREFORE, be it 

RESOLVED, that the Town of Bethany does hereby adopt the following procurement policies and procedures; 

Guideline 1. All purchases of a) supplies or equipment which will exceed $10,000 in the fiscal year, or b) public works contracts over $20,000 shall be formally bid. In the event vendors are unwilling to bid a price for the entire year, as in the case of, say, heating and fuel oil, the purchaser will follow the measures outlined in Guideline 3 to obtain a favorable spot price.
 
Guideline 2. Estimated purchases of: 
Less than $10,000 but greater than $5,000 require a written request for proposal (RFP) and written/fax quotes from three vendors. 
Less than $5,000 but greater than $1,000 require an oral RFP and oral/fax quotes.

From two vendors. 
Less than $1,000 but greater than $250 are at the discretion of the Purchaser. Estimated public works contracts of: Less than $20,000 but greater than $10,000 require a written RFP and fax/proposals from three contractors. 
Less than $10,000 but greater than $3,000 require a written RFP and fax/proposals from two contractors. 
Less than $3,000 but greater than $500 are at the discretion of the Purchaser. 
Any written RFP shall describe the desired goods, quantity and the particulars of delivery. The Purchaser shall compile a list of all vendors from whom Written/fax/oral quotes were solicited, and the quotes offered. The list will be retained with the purchase documentation. 

Guideline 3. The lowest responsible proposal or quote will be awarded the purchase or works contract, unless the Purchaser provides written demonstration that it is in the best interest of the town and its taxpayers to award otherwise. If the bidder is deemed not responsible, a justification of that decision shall be filed with the purchase documentation.
 
Guideline 4. A good faith effort shall be made to obtain the required number of proposals or quotes. If the Purchaser is unable to obtain said proposals or quotes he shall document the effort. The inability to obtain proposals or quotes shall not deter the Purchaser from procurement. 

Guideline 5. Except when directed by the Town Board, no solicitation of written proposals or quotes shall be required for the following: 

Acquisition of professional services
Emergencies
Sole source situations
Goods from agencies for the blind or severely handicapped
Goods from correctional facilities
Goods from another governmental agency
Goods purchased at auction
Goods and services less than $250 
Public works contracts and services less than $500

Guideline 6. This policy shall be reviewed annually by the Town Board at its organizational meeting, or as soon thereafter as is reasonably practicable.

FURTHER RESOLVED, that said Official Undertaking containing the notarized signatures of those named municipal officials be filed in the Office of the Town Clerk, as well as the original copies of the insurance policies indicating the sufficiency of the sureties to indemnify the Town against losses which may arise from failure of such officials to properly discharge their duties.

On MOTION of Councilwoman Fowler, duly seconded by Councilman Embt, approval is granted for the signing of the 2020 Agreement for the Expenditure of Highway Moneys as follows:

AGREEMENT FOR THE EXPENDITURE OF HIGHWAY MONIES
Section 284 OF THE HIGHWAY LAW

AGREEMENT between the Town Superintendent of the Town of Bethany, of Genesee County, County, State of New York and the undersigned members of the Town Board.

For the fiscal year of 2020, it is expected that the Town will receive approximately $106,625.85 in State Aid through the Consolidated Highway Improvement Program (CHIPS) and any other State Aid Program.

For the fiscal year of 2020, it is expected that the Highway Accounts will receive approximately $300,000.00 from taxes levied within the Town, approximately $ 25,000.00 in revenues from equipment rentals, reimbursement for snow and ice removal and other charges for services and as reimbursements from other municipal accounts for services performed with Highway Department personnel and equipment.

For the fiscal year of 2020, the Town Board agrees to re-appropriate what money that remains unencumbered from the last fiscal year to the highway accounts for this fiscal year.

	Pursuant to the provisions of Section 284 of the Highway Law, we agree that monies levied and collected in the Town for the repair and improvement of highways, the revenues from equipment rentals, reimbursement for snow and ice removal and other charges for services, the reappropriated funds, and the CHIPS and other State aid for highways, shall be expended as follows:

1	GENERAL REPAIRS. The sum of $220,000.00 shall be set aside to be expended for basic work and general maintenance and repairs upon 30.52 miles of town highways, including sluices, drainage ditches, culverts and bridges having a span of less than five feet, tree and brush removal, board walks, sidewalks that are the responsibility of the Town, emergency activities as such are authorized by the Town Board, and other activities involved with the care, upkeep and maintenance of highways and bridges of the Town.
	

2.	EQUIPMENT PURCHASES AND REPAIRS. The sum of still to be $73,000.00 shall be set aside to be expended for equipment purchases and repairs for the Highway Department. The major pieces of equipment that are intended to be purchased include:

4.	SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL. The sum of $227,000.00 shall be set aside to be expended for snow and ice removal activities including acquisition of snow and ice control materials, emergency snow and ice activities as such are authorized by the Town Board, snow and ice control activities performed by contract for the Town, and snow and ice control activities performed by the Highway Department under contract.

Transfer Station – Update – Closing

· Supervisor Hyde noted that the Transfer Station is operating well into the red and he is still waiting for a final bill from Republic for December which he estimates to be around $600.  This will put the Transfer Station at more than -$4,000 for the year.
· Republic is increasing their prices by 25% across the board starting January 1st.  
· Recycling is changing again.  Glass is no longer recyclable and only #1, #2 and #5 plastics will be recycled.  This will cause an increase in trash.  It may also cause an increase in man hours because only a 5% error factor is allowed per load of recyclables or the Town will be charged an additional $200.  Attendants would have to monitor and sort recyclables again.
· Republic informed Supervisor Hyde that they would try to continue pick up until October.  They are making more money by taking trash shipped from New York City because the city is paying twice the market rate.
· Republic is now charging $50 per dumpster.  In speaking with Waste Management, they will not come out for less than $100 per dumpster.  Scofield is not interested because he cannot compete with Republic’s price.
· Punch card sales have steadily declined over the last 3 years.  Only 230 $40 cards were sold in 2019.  These cards are now priced at $50.
· Everyone on the Board recognizes that this trend will continue to worsen.

On MOTION of Supervisor Hyde, duly seconded by Councilman Embt, the Transfer Station will cease operation at 2:00 p.m. on Saturday, March 28, 2020.  Ten-punch Transfer Station cards ($50) will be sold through February 1, 2020.  All punch cards should be used up by March 28, 2020.  There will be no refunds.
